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INFORMATION FOR AUTHORS
The journal accepts scientific articles that correspond to the presented requirements.   
1.
Article structure: article title; author (-s) name (-s) and institution (-s); abstract of the article and keywords; introduction (research problem or question, aims and/or objectives, main methods); the body (text) of the article, which in detailed substantiates the methodology of the article; conclusions, literature; summary of the article.  The article should contain a clear research aim/objectives, research problem, and a decision of the research problem solving should be discussed, research methods should be identified, substantiated research results should be presented, conclusions formulated and literature list prepared.
2.
The articles are reviewed on the basis of double blind peer review. In the case of different points of view of the peers-reviewers, the editorial board asks for the third review.  
3.
Language: the articles should e prepared in Lithuanian or English. At the beginning authors presents the articles annotation of not more than 300 characters in English and in Lithuanian (the board of editors will prepare it in Lithuanian on the basis of the fixed fee) and 3-5 keywords. At the end of the article one page length summary should be presented in English and Lithuanian (the board of editors will prepare it in Lithuanian on the basis of the fixed fee).  
3.1. The board of editors may present remarks because of low quality English of text of the article to the authors. Without corrections such articles will not be published. Authors are responsible for the quality of the text and the correspondence to the requirements.  
3.2. Language of the articles may be corrected if there is a need. 
4.
Authors present an e-version of the articles of the length of 5-10 pg. (the whole text with figures, tables, summaries etc. as it should look printed), A4 format. Margins: top and bottom – 2 cm, left – 3 cm, right – 1.5 cm. For preparation use Microsoft Windows operational system Microsoft Word text system, Times New Roman (11 pt, single), table length – no longer than 1 pg. Longer tables should be presented in article annexes. For other requirements see paragraph 7.  
5.
Payment for article publishing: during the period of 15 days author (-s) pays the invoice he/she/they has/have received via e-mail after the confirmation of the article publishing. After paying for the publishing, author (-s) receives a published article once. The further requirements to receive his/her/their article are fulfilled after a fixed payment.  The publishing tax for 1 article, which does not exceed the requirements of paragraph 4, is 100 Lt and a negotiated tax for English language revision and translation of annotation and summary into Lithuanian language. Authors may publish no more than 2 articles in one journal issue, including co-authorship. 
The tax payment for the article publishing according to the given invoice should be transferred in the account of  Wellness Institute (VšĮ Sveikatingumo instituto): bank - AB Swedbank, bank code 73000, number of account LT047300010136259861, purpose of payment: number of invoice, for article publication). 
6.
Information about author(-s): name, surname, scientific degree, title, scientific area, workplace (institution, title at the institution, address, phone, fax, e-mail), areas of scientific interest. This information is presented on the separate sheet of paper under the summary of the article. In the case, when author (-s) does/do not present information about himself/herself/themselves, the board of editors does not take the article into consideration for publishing.
